A possible programme.

Venue: ….. Library

12.30pm: Teachers and students arrive at Library

Help library staff to set up seating, cushions, trestle tables / student stations and main presentation area (posters, banner, data projector, computer/laptop).  

Check Internet connection.

Arrange certificates. 

*Tip: you may want someone to take photos or video the event

12.45pm: Give students 15mins to organise their display of work.

1pm: Guests arrive. Teacher/MC gives an overview of the event and introduces any notable community members. Teacher/MC calls on representatives from the Living Heritage group to introduce their story.

1.05pm: Students share their story and answer any questions from the audience.

1.30pm: Teacher/MC thanks students and invites notable community member to speak.

1.35pm: Notable community member responds to the students’ sharing and calls forward the students to receive certificates.

1.45pm: End of event.

Alternatively, if you have several computers at the library:

1.45pm: Teacher/MC thanks the notable community member and guests and closes the formal part of the event.  Teacher/MC then invites the guests to visit the stations around the room to look at the websites displayed on the computers and chat to the students about their work.

Guests visit stations in their own time.  

2.00pm: End of event.
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
